General Information

Following the success of the last seminar on Environmental Auditing in October 2016 in Jaipur, India, the National Audit Office of P.R.China, in the capacity of the Chair of ASOSAI WGEA, will organize the 7th Seminar on Environmental Auditing and                6th Working Meeting on 29-31 January 2018 in Khao Yai National Park, Nakhon Ratchasima, Thailand, with the administrative support of the Office of the Auditor General of Thailand (OAG). It goes without saying that this seminar will be a great opportunity for ASOSAI members to share experiences and best practices on environmental auditing.                            
Khao Yai - A brief glance

Khao Yai National Park was established in 1962 as Thailand's first national park situated mainly in Nakhon Ratchasima Province. The park covers an area of 2,168 square kilometers, including evergreen forests and grasslands. Its altitude mostly ranges from 400 – 1,000 meters above sea level. Being a part of Dong Phayayen-Khao Yai Forest Complex, a World Heritage Site declared by UNESCO, Khao Yai is home to 3,000 species of plants, 320 species of birds and 66 species of mammals.

How to reach Khao Yai:

Khao Yai National Park is approximately 200 kilometers from Suvarnabhumi Airport. There is no flight direct to Khao Yai, participants have to reach Khao Yai by other modes of travel as follows:
By Bus: There are various busses to Pak Chong District from Mo Chit Bus Terminal (Mo Chit 2) every half hour and prices are around 180 baht. Get off the bus at Pak Chong and continue on Songtaews, a passenger vehicle adapted from a pick-up or             a larger truck and used as a share taxi or bus, which can lead to the northern gate of the national park. 
By train: There are many types of train departing Bangkok Train Station to Pak Chong. The departure time is different based on the trains. You can check the timetable at http://www.railway.co.th/. Get off the train at Pak Chong Station and continue to Songtaews.

By minivan: There are minivan services from Mo Chit Bus Terminal (Mo Chit 2) to Pak Chong District every hour. Get off the van at Pak Chong and continue on Songtaews.
Logistics
Obtaining valid visa to Thailand is the responsibility of SAIs/ participants. An official invitation letter shall be sent by SAI Thailand, host SAI to every participant                         (if necessary) for the convenience of applying visa to Thailand. As host, SAI Thailand will bear the expenses for the meeting package and provide pickup from / drop at Bangkok International Airport to / from Khao Yai and also organize domestic transportation for the activities outside the venue. International traveling expenses, medical insurance and accommodation costs of participants shall be borne by relevant ASOSAI WGEA members. 
Remark

1. Participants are requested to arrive Bangkok on 27 January 2018. SAI Thailand will provide transportation from the airport to the hotel.

2. Bus transfer from Bangkok to Khao Yai on 28 January 2018 and return on                           31 January 2018.

3. Visa procedures are often lengthy, therefor early registration is advisable.

4. The hotel information in both Khao Yai and Bangkok will be sent later by SAI Thailand.
